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Scotland is part of the United Kingdom but has its own banking, legal and education 
systems.  
The Scottish Parliament has responsibility for certain policy areas.  
English is the first language of the majority of the population. Gaelic is spoken mainly 
in the Highlands and Islands. The ability to speak English is essential for most jobs. 
The unit of currency is the pound sterling (£). 
The minimum wage is £4.83 per hour age 18-21 and £5.80 per hour age 22+. 
European Economic Area nationals have the right to live and work in Scotland without 
a work permit.
